Chief of the Technology Exchange and Treaty Compliance Office; and the lead engineer
responsible for the testing and evaluation of the equipment, processes and procedures
being considered for use in the U.S. chemical demilitarization facilities.

Flamm will act as program manager until a permanent program manager is selected
after a competitive selection process.
