Construction

Activities include 
the access road, 
site preparation and 
infrastructure and 
facilities construction. 
The team leading 
the pilot plant 
construction has  
successfully designed, 
built and/or operated 
all of the existing 
chemical agent 
destruction facilities 
in the United States.

Systemization

All machinery, 
equipment and 
processes are 
operated and 
tested with water or 
simulants to ensure 
each functions 
together as an 
integrated system.

Pilot Testing

Once systemization 
is satisfactorily 
completed, pilot 
testing begins 
with the gradual 
introduction of 
actual agent-filled 
munitions into the 
system.

Closure

Operations are 
complete, and 
the facility is 
closed. Equipment 
is dismantled, 
decontaminated 
and removed 
in accordance 
with agreements 
between the 
Commonwealth of 
Kentucky and the 
U.S. Army.

Design

The Blue Grass 
Chemical-Agent 
Destruction Pilot 
Plant (BGCAPP) 
facility is specifically 
designed to safely 
and efficiently 
destroy chemical 
weapons.

Operations

Once pilot testing 
is successfully 
demonstrated and 
proven compliant 
with all safety 
requirements and 
environmental 
permits, the 
remaining chemical 
weapons are 
destroyed.
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
